There are extraordinary landscapes of desert plains, weathered mountain
ranges, rocky gorges and some of Australia’s most sacred sites.

ULURU

ALICE SPRINGS

A trip to the Red Centre would not be
complete without a visit to its star attraction.
Uluru is a sight to behold, and there are
many unique ways to see it. Walk the

base to discover the hidden caves and
waterholes. Get a bird’s-eye view from a
helicopter. Dine under star filled skies with
Uluru as a backdrop.

KAKADU

The hub of Central Australia, Alice Springs
has a modern and vibrant feel. Explore the
Overland Telegraph Line and Old Ghan
Railway and see how the Royal Flying
Doctor Service has changed so many
lives.

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TRAVEL TIPS

WHEN TO GO

The Top End has two distinct seasons, the green
season (November to April) and the dry season (May
to October). The dry season generally has dry sunny
days with cooler nights while the green season is
characterised by high humidity, monsoonal rains and
storms and is the best time to see waterfalls.

The climate in The Red Centre is one of extremes
with hot summers, cold winters and very little rain all
year round.

GETTING AROUND

BY RAIL

Take the ultimate journey through the heart of
Australia on The Ghan. This amazing rail journey
begins in Adelaide and traverses the Red Centre,
passing through Alice Springs and Katherine before
concluding in Darwin in the Top End (also operates
in reverse). See page 9 for more details.

BY CAR

Take the time to explore and discover as you make
your way through the Northern Territory by road.
We offer a selection of suggested driving itineraries,
providing you with the freedom to see the Northern
Territory at your own pace. Refer to the Self Drive

Speed limits apply in all urban areas and highways
of the Territory. Travellers should drive at a speed
that suits the road, vehicle, weather conditions and
their driving experience. Avoid driving after dark

as cattle and wildlife often congregate alongside
outback highways.

NATIONAL PARKS PASSES

All visitors must purchase a National Park Pass prior
to entering most parks. As this fee is not payable
directly to the hotel or tour operator and because
there are a number of different options available, this
fee is not included in the prices featured on individual
accommodation and tour listings in this brochure,
unless otherwise specified. Park passes can be
purchased from National Park Entry Stations in the
Northern Territory or online at parksaustralia.gov.

ABORIGINAL LAND ACCESS

Driving over Aboriginal owned land and access into
Arnhem Land is restricted. Visitors must apply for a
permit from the Northern Land Council or alternatively
choose a tour where operators have permission from
the traditional owners to enter their land.

DISTANCES BY ROAD (KM)

ABORIGINAL CULTURE

Almost one quarter of the Northern Territory’s
population are Aboriginal people and approximately
half of the Territory is Aboriginal owned land.

Family business and ceremonies are important to
Aboriginal people and these matters take priority,
which may alter scheduled tours or restrict access
to sites with spiritual significance.

SWIMMING

The Northern Territory has many safe places to
swim, including local nature reserves and in some
national parks. Salt and Freshwater crocodiles are
found in most Top End billabongs and rivers, and
are occasionally seen on remote beaches. This is
generally sign-posted, but if you are unsure, don’t
swim. Beach swimming is not recommended from
October to April due to marine stingers.

located in World Heritage Listed Kakadu National Park.
Birdwatchers and nature lovers should stop at Fogg Dam

joined by rapids. The best way to see the Gorge is
from the water, however there are also scenic flights
and plenty of marked walking tracks.

This amazing rail journey
begins in Adelaide and traverses the Red Centre,
passing through Alice Springs and Katherine before
concluding in Darwin (also operates in reverse).
Take the Indian Pacific, traversing coast to coast
from Perth to Adelaide to Sydney.

BY CAR

Take the time to explore as you make your way
around South Australia by road. Discover rugged
national parks, beautiful beaches and country
towns from the comfort of your rental car. See
pages 6 and 7 for car hire options.

Driving conditions in South Australia are varied.
Take care when travelling in remote areas during
summer, as temperatures in Outback Australia can
reach over 40°C. Avoid driving after dark as cattle
and wildlife often congregate alongside outback
highways at night. Major roads on Kangaroo Island
are sealed, however the majority of roads are
unsealed and require reduced speed and caution.
Travellers should drive at a speed that suits the
road, vehicle and weather conditions.
